Youth Show starting 4:00PM Ring one. Friday June 2nd, 2017.  Youth Showmanship classes – Pee Wee,  and Intermediate.
       Then Youth Sr Doe Show, then Youth Jr Doe Show. Followed by Youth Buck Show. Judge for Youth Show is Jean Lucas. Order of show - ND, LM, NU, SA, OB, AL, TG, RG.
       Sr Showmanship will be Sunday morning 6/4/17 right before Sr Doe Show. All Youth Exhibitors must be under the age of 20 the day of the show. Youth Exhibitor must be a direct family member or on the ADGA Signature Card for their respected farm. If the goat is not registered in their name they will sign as an agent.

Arrival Time:  12:00 PM Friday June 2nd, 2017. Check in will be between 12:00PM – 5PM Friday June 2nd, and between 7:00AM – 8AM Saturday June 3rd, and Sunday June 4th.  Sr. Doe Show will start promptly at 8 a.m. on Saturday with Jean Lucas and Barb Norcross Judging, and Sunday at 8:00AM with Daniel Young, and David Funk Judging. Both shows followed by Jr Doe shows each day. First two Open Buck Shows will be on Friday night following the Youth Show with Jean Lucas and Barb Norcross as judges. Then again Saturday night following the Jr Doe Show with Daniel Young and David Funk Judging.

2017 Evin Evans Spring Show Rules
June 2-4, 2017


This show is sponsored by the Piedmont Dairy Goat Association.  

 
Entry fees are $7.00 per animal per ring; or if entering all 4 rings only $24.00. To avoid late fees, entries must be POSTMARKED no later than May 20, 2017 and must include full payment of fees.  The fee for late entries is $10 per animal per ring or $36.00 for all 4 rings.  Please enter early. Substitutions are allowed before the respective show begins.  There will be no refunds of fees made.

PENS:  All pens will be assigned by show officials and there will be no pen fee.  There are various sizes of pens which include 5’ pens, 6’ pens, 8’ pens, and 10’ pens. Some pens will be in the barn and some will be in a tent. Bedding is not provided but shavings will be available for purchase. If you know you will be wanting to purchase bales of shavings, let us know on your entry form how many you will be purchasing. The cost is $6.00 per bale. You may bring straw for your bedding if that is what you choose to use. There will be plenty of room for your tack in between pen rows.
	If you are only showing on Sunday for just the one day you can show from your trailer as pens cannot be guaranteed at that point.

***This show is sanctioned by ADGA and its rules shall govern.  Only ADGA, AGS, and CGS registered, recorded or applied for (if under 6 months of age) animals may be shown in an official show.  The original certificate (or if animal is under 6 months old, a stamped application is acceptable) must be shown to the secretary before the show begins.  No copies, telegrams or telephone calls are acceptable.

***The base date for computing ages is the date of the respective show.  There is no pre-show milkout.

***All animals entering the show grounds must be healthy.  For out-of-state animals, health certificates are required, as well as negative brucellosis and TB tests within 30 days OR herd certifications and accreditation. However, negative TB & Brucellosis tests are not required for animals from states which are certified as TB & Brucellosis free by the USDA (check with your veterinarian).   A health check of all animals will be made on the grounds by the show committee.  When you sign the release required on the entry form, you agree to abide by the decision of the show officials.

***All animals must be checked in with the veterinarian and the show secretary by 7:30AM on Saturday and 8:00AM on Sunday.  If your animal is awarded a GCH, RGCH, or Best of Breed, you must have your papers ready for immediate viewing by the judges.  Please cooperate with this and bring all papers to ringside when you come up to show!  Please verify all information on the official show sheet before signing.

***Since there may be spectators, please (as you would during the State Fair) keep all valuables and medications out of sight.  Spectators will appreciate having hand sanitizer available; children love to pet the goats!

***Shirts and shoes must be worn at all times while in the barns, tents, and show rings by everyone including those who come as spectators.

***The Show Committee is not responsible for losses, injury or accidents incurred before, during or after the show.

***There is a 0 tolerance for any underage drinking and any violators will be asked to leave. Entry fees of any violators will be forfeited to the Show Committee.


Show Officials have the responsibility for enforcing rules, maintaining standards, and solving problems that may arise during this event. 

Show rules are subject to change at any time.







ADDITIONAL SHOW INFORMATION


The Show Committee strongly recommends that exhibitors wear “whites” when showing their goats.  This show is open to the public.

CHECK-IN:  The show secretary will be available on Friday from 12:00 noon till 5:00PM and from 6:45AM – 7:30AM on Saturday.  Will be available from 6:45AM to 7:30AM on Sunday. Any questionable health problems will be referred to the on sight Veterinarians. Animals with obvious abscesses (open or unopened), ringworm, soremouth, or any other contagious disease WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN THE BARN. All goats must be appropriately identified and comply with USDA and NCDA&CS Scrapie Eradication Program guidelines. 

ENTRIES:  Please understand that once you enter animals, those animals are counted in the numbers to make the breed official. If you cannot come, or bring all the animals entered, please let Glenda Noble know ASAP.  If you need to scratch an animal please let Glenda Noble know ASAP.  Small breeds and buck shows are often barely official.  If you win a leg, and want to scratch, be sure there is a substitute if the numbers were close to 10. Substitutions will only be allowed within the respective breed.

BEDDING:  First bedding is NOT PROVIDED.   Bagged shavings will be available for purchase.  You must reserve and pay for your shavings with your entries.  Shavings will be $6.  Bring straw if you desire.

RAFFLE TABLE:  Raffle items are gratefully accepted. We would like to keep the raffle table to new items that are goat related only. So if you have new items such as buckets, feed pans, scoops, new barn decorations, etc. Please feel free to bring them to donate to the raffle table. Drawings will take place on Sunday morning and winners will be posted. If you purchase a raffle ticket it will be your responsibility to check the posted winners and claim your prize before the end of the Jr Doe Show on Sunday.

SILENT AUCTION:  We are looking for kid donations for a silent auction to raise money for the Show. If you are interested in donating a kid for the silent auction please let Glenda Noble know. Her contact information is on the entry forms. We will start each bid at $150.00. If you donate a kid and have a farm banner you want to display in the show rings, we will put it on display for you. It will be your responsibilty to reclaim your banner at the end of the show.

SPONSORSHIPS:  We will happily accept any and all sponsorship donations. There will be a section on all entry forms for anyone wishing to help sponsor our show. There are different levels of sponsorship available. Depending on your level of sponsorship will determine where your banner will be diplayed in the show rings. 

DOGS are not allowed in the barn or show rings at any time unless it is a service dog and must be restrained by it’s owner at all times. No dogs are allowed to run freely through the barn or show rings at any time.   Please respect these rules.
